Class options

	sql-name
	Overrides default name of SQL table.

	version
	Sets the version number of the class. Can be used to convert previous version of the class.

	instantiable
	The class can be instantiated by the user (default: T)

	description
	The class description.

	stored
	Store objects in SQL database (default: T) 

	default-print-slots
	List of slots to print in automatic (category-based) views

	direct-rules
	List of rules to fire when a slot value changes.


Slot options

	sql-name
	Override name of the SQL column

	unique
	The values in the slot must be unique

	stored
	The values in the slot are stored in the database.

	indexed
	The values of the slot are indexed in the database.

	nil-text
	The text to print if the slot is NIL

	value-type
	Sets the data type for the field. See the next section for complete details

	inverse
	Sets the name of an automatically generated lookup function based on a key value for this slot.

	print-formatter
	Function used to convert slot value to a printed representation

	hyperlink
	Name of a function used to pass as a hyperlink based on this slot as a key value

	hyperlink-params
	Additional parameters to add to hyperlink URL.

	subobject
	Indicates this slot contains a list of hyperobjects. If value for this slot option is a list, then the first element of the list is the name of the lookup function if the slot is unbound and additional list items indicate the keys from the object to pass to the lookup function.

	value-constraint
	Predicate to check if a value is allowed for the slot. Predicate takes 3 parameters (value slot-name object).

	null-allowed
	Boolean flag if null (nil) values are allowed for this slot
